Qualified applicants should be aware of the following: 
PROGRAM INFORMATION 

1.) Math COMPASS requirements: Strong math skills are required for courses in this program. Students 
that do not meet the minimum COMPASS score of Alg 40(or completed Elementary Alg w/ Apps) will 
need to take preparatory math courses, and may need additional time to complete the program.  
English COMPASS requirements: Written Communications, a first semester course, requires minimum 
COMPASS scores of Reading 80, Writing 69, E-Write 5.   
 
Students with lower test scores should meet with an advisor to understand what developmental 
courses they need, and whether they are ready to start program courses. 

2.) Faculty recommend that applicants have a year of biology and chemistry in high school (or its 
equivalent) for success in program courses.  

3.) This program typically does not develop a waitlist.  

4.) Students are required to meet with a faculty advisor before they register for courses. 

FINANCIAL AID
