UNIQUE ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

In order to be a determined a qualified applicant, the following qualifications must be satisfactorily 
completed prior to submitting an application or the student must be currently attending the courses 
when the application is submitted. 

1. GPA: High school cumulative GPA of 2.00 or higher 

a. Minimum cumulative GPA of 1.50 required to be accepted on a probationary status 
b. College GPA is also considered if high school GPA is lower than 2.00, but college is 

higher (minimum of 12 credits). 
c. If denied for either a high school or college GPA lower than 1.50, establishing a “new” 

GPA with 12 college credits of 2.00 or higher will allow admittance in a subsequent 
semester.

Qualified applicants should be aware of the following: 
PROGRAM INFORMATION 

1. This program typically develops a waitlist in July. There may be a one-year wait for this program. 

2. Applicants placed on the program waiting list will need to pay the $50 advance reservation deposit to 
remain on the waitlist. This will enable those applicants to be admitted to the program as openings 
occur for the term applied for or the subsequent fall term. This fee applies towards tuition upon 
registration into classes.  

 
FINANCIAL AID 

 Students accepted into this program are eligible for financial aid. 

Begin the 2011-12 Financial Aid process online by completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid 
at the FAFSA website (fafsa.gov).

ASSESS SKILLS FOR PROPER COURSE PLACEMENT 

 COMPASS (Computer-Adaptive Placement Assessment and Support System) 

This is an untimed test which is taken on a computer. The purpose of this test is to assess the student's 
current academic skills. The test results are used for advising purposes to help students register for the 
appropriate level courses. Testing is available at the Commercial Avenue Education Center; no 
appointments are necessary. Please see the testing schedules. For questions, please call the Assessment

A COMPASS Reading score of 80 or higher, an e-Write score of 5 or higher, and a Writing score of 69 or 
higher are required for the following first semester courses:  Intro to Human Services, 10-520-105; 
Orientation to Human Services Populations, 10-520-106; and Interviewing, 10-520-117.
