Fill out the Online Application Form and submit the $35 fee ($30 one-time application fee and $5 per
application processing fee) payable by credit card, debit card or electronic check by the application

deadline.

Request a paper application from the Enrollment Center by phone at (608) 246-6210 or (800) 322-6282,
Ext. 6210. In addition to the $30 application fee, there is a $10 non-refundable processing fee to submit a
paper application.

Required Documents for this Program
The following materials must be on file at Madison College in order to have a complete application:

1. Completed Application form
2. One of the following:
1. Official high school transcript*
2. Official GED/HSED transcript*
3. Official college transcript showing an Associate’s, Bachelor’s or higher degree from an
institution other than Madison College*
4. A completed COMPASS test may be substituted in place of high school or GED/HSED transcripts

If the application packet is incomplete at the time of the application deadline, the application will not be
processed and the applicant will need to reapply for a future term. The online application only allows one
application per term.
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*If high school, GED/HSED and/or college transcripts are on file at Madison College, they do not need to
be submitted again. To obtain transcripts, contact the school(s) the student attended or, the GED/HSED
Testing Center the student aftended. Transcript(s) should be sent directly to:

Qualified applicants should be aware of the following:
PROGRAM INFORMATION

1. Math COMPASS requirements: Strong math skills are required for courses in this program.
Students that do not meet the minimum COMPASS score of Alg 40(or completed Elementary Alg
w/ Apps) will need to take preparatory math courses, and may need additional fime to complete
the program.
English COMPASS requirements: Written Communications, a first semester course, requires
minimum COMPASS scores of Reading 80, Writing 69, E-Write 5.
Students that do not meet the minimum test scores should meet with an advisor to understand
what developmental courses they need, and whether they are ready to start program courses.

2. Computer skill requirements: Students need general knowledge of Microsoft Windows (computer
literacy, proficiency with a mouse, file management) to be successful in program course.

FINANCIAL AID

Students accepted into this program are eligible for financial aid.

Begin the 2011-12 Financial Aid process online by completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid
at the FAFSA website (fafsa.gov). Madison College's School Code is 004007. To get an early estimate of
Financial Aid eligibility, visit the FAFSA Forecaster.

COMPASS (Computer-Adaptive Placement Assessment and Support System)
