ADMISSIONS REQUIREMENTS

COMPASS COMPASS or ASSET scores are not used with admissions
decisions, however you still need to take it for course
placement (Unless you have taken credit English and
Math courses at MATC or another college)

ASSET COMPASS or ASSET scores are not used with admissions

3) Residency: Per Wisconsin TCS-10 statue, out of state students are not permitted to be placed on a
waiting list for a program. It is the applicant’s responsibility for proving his/her residency status. (does
this apply to your program?)
